Effective 1800 hour s December 26, 2004, fishing vessalsissued a Federal moratorium permit
for the summer flounder fishery may no longer land summer flounder in North Carolinafor the
remainder of the 2004 calendar year. Vessel ownersissued Federa permits are also reminded
that they must continue to complete and submit vessel logbooks. Additionally, dealersissued
Federa dealer permits for summer flounder are advised that they may not purchase summer
flounder from federally permitted vessels that land in North Carolina for the remainder of the
calendar year. Federaly permitted dealers must also continue to report all fish purchases from
any vessd.
