The owners of vessels issued valid commercial permts for both the
Nort heast Regi on bl ack sea bass fishery and the Southeast Region
snapper -grouper fishery may surrender their Northeast Regi on permt
by certified mail to the address shown above, and nay then fish
pursuant to their Southeast Regi on snapper-grouper permt, provided
all fishing is conducted in waters, and all |andings are made,
south of 35E15.3" N. latitude. The vessel owner may request

rei ssuance of the Northeast Region permt, but reissuance cannot be
made until 6 nonths follow ng that permt cancellation
